1. In an effort to receive the students’ reading scores back before school dismisses for 
the summer, we are requiring districts to test all Grade 2 and Grade 3 students on the 
ACAP Summative English language arts assessment during the first four weeks of 
the testing window. 

2. ACT WorkKeys grade requirements and testing dates could be modified slightly due to 
potential adjustments to the high school accountability measures.
